THEMES and SUBCOMMITTEES 

 
Burnaby’s ESS is being structured around 10 themes, represented as petals of a flower, as 
shown below.   
 
The centre of the flower represents the integration point of the various themes offering both 
synergistic benefits between themes, and efficient use of resources in implementation of 
policies and programs.    
 

 
 
For each theme, a range of goals, objectives and recommended actions will be developed, 
based on work by Sub-Committees consisting of Steering Committee members and additional 
stakeholders and experts.  
 
Six ESS Sub-Committees are being convened to focus on one or more of the above themes:  
 
1. Ecosystems  

Green and Flow 
2. Urban Development  

Live, Move, Build and Breathe 

3. Health and Well-Being  
Live and Prosper 

4. Green Economy, Food Systems and Waste  
Prosper, Nourish and Conserve 

 
Some themes are combined where they relate closely with others, or repeated in multiple sub-
committees.
